	Course Description for Courses not Listed in the 2008/2009 Catalog

	ECO 401 Topics in Advanced Microeconomics: Choice, Games, and Social Welfare  The topics include axiomatic theory of a personal act of choice, game theory as maximization by two or more persons at a time, Arrow's Impossibility Theorem, and social welfare evaluation with applications to the economic theory of public policy evaluation. Prerequisite: ECO 301. Cr. 3. (6 ECTS Cr.)

	ECO 402 Topics in Advanced Macroeconomics This course extends introductory macroeconomics; we will explore the accepted wisdom of macro as embodied in the standard models as used in research. The main thrust of the course is on explanations so empirics will be used mainly as support or for direction. Since our focus is on standard models we will not examine in detail areas of disagreement. Topics covered include Solow, Ramsey, and Overlapping generations models, consumption and investment theories, and fiscal and monetary policy. Students should have knowledge of introductory multivariate calculus and probability/statistics and intermediate micro (constrained maximization). We will construct phase diagrams to solve dynamic optimization problems during the course. Prerequisite: ECO 302. Cr. 3. (6 ECTS Cr.)

	ECO 404 Topics in Financial Economics Financial economics deals with the subfields of corporate finance, investments, financial markets and institutions. Finance involves both the transfer of resources across time and the transfer of risk among economic entities. The course covers basics of financial system; valuation of stocks and bonds; risk, hedging, and portfolios; asset pricing models; financial derivates, real options, and basic corporate finance. Prerequisite: ECO 101, ECO 300. Cr. 3 (6 ECTS Cr.)

	ENG 206 Introduction to Creative Writing: Poetry This course aims to bring students closer to the craft of poetry. The visual, the musical, and the verbal aspects of poetry will be discussed. Students will read and analyze some examples of the best world poetry written in or translated into English. Students will also bring to class their own poems or translations of poems. (WIC) Prerequisites: ENG 101. Gen Ed: Principles of Literary Analysis. Cr. 4. Offered in the Spring.

	ENG 270 World Literature A critical survey of classical, oriental, and western literatures with an emphasis on the literary heritage of ancient Greek, Roman, and Judeo-Christian culture from antiquity to the Renaissance. A sampling of literature from the non-Western world will also be introduced. Pre-requisite: ENG 101. Gen Ed: Principles of Literary Analysis. Cr. 3. Offered in the Fall.

	ENG 350 Literary History Studies: British Romantic Poetry This course covers the period between 1790 and 1830, the time after the French Revolution in the wake of which Great Britain experienced not only political and social changes but also a new aesthetic and philosophical movement, that of Romanticism. We will examine in depth the poems of the major poets of this period: Blake, Wordsworth, Coleridge, Byron, Shelly, and Keats, as well as the poems of other less known poets. In the process we will try to discover the salient features of the poetry of this short but prolific period, the individual characteristics of the works of each of the major poets, as well as the differences among them. Also students will gain practice in literary analysis and research, first by reading secondary material and then by producing a research paper on a chosen theme based on one or more of the assigned texts. Prerequisites: ENG 102, one Principles of Literary Analysis course. Gen. Ed: Literary Case Studies. Cr. 4. (8 ECTS Cr.)

	ENG 350 Literary History Studies: Modern Irish Literature The readings for this course will include plays, poems, and short stories from twentieth-century Irish writers with a particular focus on those associated with the Irish Literary Theatre in Dublin during the first quarter of the century (W.B. Yeats, J.M. Synge, Lady Gregory, Sean O’Casey) and the Field Day Theatre in Derry in the 1980s (playwright Brian Friel, poet Seamus Heaney, and others) as well as some works with Irish themes by other well-known modern Irish writers (G.B. Shaw, James Joyce, Brendan Behan, Frank O’ Connor, Patrick Kavanagh). Discussions and secondary readings will consider these works in their historical context and examine the controversies some of them caused when they were first published or performed. Recurring themes will include such questions as how artists respond in their art to sometimes violent political conflict and what role poetry, drama, and fiction have in discovering, determining, and questioning the meaning of historical events and in representing a nation to itself and others. Prerequisites: ENG 102, one Principles of Literary Analysis course. Gen. Ed: Literary Case Studies. Cr. 4. (8 ECTS Cr.)

	ENG 370 Genre and Topical Studies: Counterculture Literature Counterculture Literature traces the shadow side of the literary arts. The course concentrates on works in fiction, poetry and drama that subverted literary and moral norms and explores the writers and movements (both artistic and cultural) that sparked these deviations. Our reading list includes: Thoreau, The French Decadents, Henry Miller, Genet, The Beats, Modernist and Postmodern writers, Borges and Beckett. Prerequisites: ENG 102, one Principles of Literary Analysis course. Gen. Ed: Literary Case Studies. Cr. 4. (8 ECTS Cr.)

	ENG 370 Genre and Topical Studies: Satire This course focuses on satire: the genre or mode in literature (and also in the visual and performing arts and in mass communications) that emphasizes derision or ridicule of human vice, corruption, stupidity, and delusion through wit, irony, mockery, or exaggeration. It will introduce students to some of the acknowledged masterpieces of satiric writing, starting with a few samples from ancient Rome (Horace and Juvenal), proceeding through the 18th century (Jonathan Swift and Alexander Pope), then focusing on the 20th -century satirical novels (including Evelyn Waugh and Joseph Heller) and including samples from present-day satirists working in journalism, film, TV skit comedy, and animation. It will also introduce students to various theories of satire to provide them with the means of analyzing and comparing particular satiric pieces and understanding various views on satire’s social or moral function and satirists’ relation with their targets and their readers or audiences. It will also identify certain kinds of wit or irony considered characteristic of satire and certain motifs and literary devices that recur in satire across cultures, periods, and media. Prerequisites: ENG 102, one Principles of Literary Analysis course. Gen. Ed: Literary Case Studies. Cr. 4. (8 ECTS Cr.)

	EUR 332 Topics in Eastern European Politics: Comparative Politics of Central and Eastern Europe A comparative analysis of the economic, historical, political and social forces that shape the polity of selected states in Central and Eastern Europe. Cr. 3 ( 6 ECTS Cr.)

	EUR 405 Topics in Areas Related to the European Union: European Security This course introduces the European security architecture after the end of the cold war. It focuses on European Security and Defence Policy (ESDP) institutions, procedures, and military and civilian capabilities. The course will also look at the military and security cultures of the major European states, ESDP-NATO relations, security sector transformation in Central and Eastern Europe as well as the EU experience in crisis management. Key academic and political perspectives to the future security role of the European Union are presented. Cr. 3. (6 ECTS Cr.)

	FAR 297 Stories of the Renaissance: Art and Intellectual History This course studies the problem of the Renaissance from the point of view of intellectual and art history. It focuses on some of the classic texts on Renaissance Studies from the 16th c. onwards, as well as on the new directions mapped out by recent research on the topic. The interdisciplinary approach is combined with the visual analysis of some of the most important art works of the Renaissance. Gen. Ed: Aesthetic Expression. Cr.3. (6 ECTS Cr.)

	FAR 310 Music in Latin American Culture Tcourse considers the rich tapestry of musics of Latin America with roots predominantly from Native America, Africa and Europe that also have had a significant impact on music makers and aficionados in many other parts of the world. While this course will focus primarily on traditional genres, ensembles, instruments, festivals, dances, and cultural contexts in the Pacific coast countries, the course will begin by exploring musical universals worldwide and the broad musical concepts, migrations and blends with the “trinity” of origins. As examples, for Europe there will be an introduction to the music of Spain and preparation for the myriad of stringed instruments of Spanish derivation to be found in the different countries; for Africa music making on the African continent will be surveyed and the question of how Africans ended up on the Pacific coast will be considered as well as what musical instruments they brought with them to the Americas as memory rather than physical possessions. Then students will study traditional genres and ensembles to be encountered such as the mariachi of Mexico, the canciones, tonadas, tonadillas and the cueca of Chile, the huayno of Peru, the marimba de arco trio of Nicaragua, the marimba ensembles of Guatemala, etc. Throughout the course modern musical forms in Latin America will be examined briefly, principally popular and academic genres and styles that have been strongly influenced by traditional forms, plus an observation of how music has transcended national boundaries in the Americas over the centuries. No prerequisites. Gen. Ed: Aesthetic Expression. Cr.3. (6 ECTS Cr.)

	HTY 201 Myth Making in History Myth-Making in History Class is designed to give basic knowledge about the major types of myths that were developed and were proliferated in history since Antiquity to Modern Times; and to help students to understand their abiding power in both historiography and politics. This course is to explore the goals and the techniques of creating historical myths: in religion, nationalism, racism, totalitarianism. One of the major challenges in this class is the topic of construction of national identities through historical myths. This subject matter is both controversial and sensitive, especially among Balkan students, thus it is even more important to be subject of an academic discussion. One substantial part of the course is dedicated to the creation of the myth of Anti-Semitism in Russia, Germany, as well all around the world. Myth-Making in History is closely linked to Falsifications in History class and explores diverse myths that are “legitimized” by falsified historical records. Gen. Ed: Historical Sources. Cr.3. (6 ECTS Cr.)

	HTY 212 Early Modern Europe An intensive survey of the political, social and intellectual development of Europe from the Reformation to the Congress of Vienna. Special emphasis will be laid on the rise of the European state system. Gen. Ed: Historical Sources. Cr.3. (6 ECTS Cr.) Offered in the fall.

	HTY 221 The Medieval Balkans This course examines the history of the peoples living in the Balkan Peninsula, from the emergence of the ‘barbaric’ states in the Balkan provinces of the Byzantine Empire until the advent of the age of nationalism in the 18th century. It explores the specific political, social and cultural features of the Balkan states from their emergence until the Ottoman conquest as well as the factors which enabled the Ottomans to establish control over the peninsula; the changes in the lives of the Balkan populace resulting from its inclusion in the empire; the way people of different ethnicities and religions shared and cohabited in common spaces; the emergence of the Eastern Question and its impact on political developments in the region. Gen. Ed: Historical Sources. Cr.3. (6 ECTS Cr.) Offered in the Fall

	HTY 222 The Modern Balkans Continuation of HTY 221 that stresses the reforms of the Ottoman Empire, the cultural renaissance, nation building in Southeast Europe, national liberation struggles and the emergence of the successor states of the Ottoman Empire in relation to the Eastern Question. Gen. Ed: Historical Sources. Cr.3. (6 ECTS Cr.) Offered in the Fall.

	HTY 224 Bulgarian History A survey of political and cultural developments in Bulgaria from the First Bulgarian State to the beginnings of the period National Cultural Revival and through liberation and state building including the Communist era and current developments and challenges. Gen. Ed: historical analysis. Cr. 3. (6 ECTS Cr.) Offered in the fall.

	HTY 304 Topics in European History: History of the Soviet Union The course should acquaint the students with the fundamental characteristics of Soviet History. At the end of the course, they will have a good knowledge of the chronological development of the USSR from 1917 until 1991. Additionally, they will be able to discuss critically the crucial problems of the Soviet state, its society and its role in international politics. In this context, it will be particularly important to question the character of the Soviet era as a distinct period and phenomenon in history and to contextualize it within the history of Russia and Europe. Prerequisite: one HTY course at the 100 or 200-level. Gen. Ed: Historical Research. Cr. 3. (6 ECTS Cr.)

	HTY 306 Topics in Ottoman History: Muslims, Christians and Jews in the Ottoman Empire This course will examine the status and interactions of these religious and ethnic communities in the Ottoman Empire as an Islamic polity. It will consider concrete examples from different parts of the Empire, through its beginnings in the 14th century, development, flourishing and demise in the 20th. Gen. Ed: Historical Research. Cr. 3. (6 ECTS Cr.)

	HTY 306 Topics in Ottoman History: The Eastern Question: European Diplomacy and the Ottoman Empire What is usually termed as the Eastern Question corresponds to a complex of events and processes taking place between 1774 (the Treaty of Küçük Kaynarca) and 1923 (the Treaty of Lausanne). Their essential features are related to the progressing dismemberment of the Ottoman Empire and the rivalry between the Great Powers with a view of establishing control or influence over the Balkans and territories along the Southern and Eastern Mediterranean coast as far as the Persian Gulf, using economy and protection of the minorities as their major tools. During the 19th century the Ottomans would lose most of the wars they were involved in and this would lead to the gradual loss of – piece by piece, a number of provinces while the passage of a great part of their resources under the control of the western societies would contribute to the Empire’s dwindling and growing dependence on the Great Powers. It is this process, its essential features and its evolution, the attitude and the role of the Great Powers and of the so-called ‘Sick Man’ that we shall study. Prerequisite: one HTY course at the 100 or 200-level. Gen. Ed: Historical Research. Cr. 4. (8 ECTS Cr.)

	HTY 401 Critical Issues in History: Hitler: Accident or Consequence of German History Roughly spoken, the course will try to find explanations why Hitler happened in Germany. One of the main analytical criteria will be the presumable notion of a path of German history that was – according to some opinions since Martin Luther -- predetermined to end up in the gas chambers of Auschwitz. Methodologically, the course will be held as a seminar, i.e. students will be required to participate in class discussion, present topics in class on the basis of written analysis and contribute a substantial research paper. The course topic implies reflections on the ideology and practice of National Socialism as well as its relation to German history as a whole. Chronologically, the course will focus on the history of the German Empire between 1871 and 1933. However, the Nazi period itself and its aftermath, the societal discourse on Nazism in both East and West Germany will also be taken into account. Prerequisite: one HTY course at the 100 or 200-level, junior or senior standing. Cr.4 (8 ECTS Cr.)

	INF 110 Visual Basic Programming This course introduces the basic concepts of programming to students who have little or no programming experience using the Visual Basic programming language. The major constructs of “structured” programming will be covered, such as the sequential execution of program statements; the selective execution of program statements; and the repetitive execution of program statements. In addition, the basic use of Visual Basic for constructing visual user interfaces, etc. will be described. The use of extensive practical exercises will emphasize the use of Visual Basic facilities for computer problem solving. The course assumes no or little prior knowledge of programming. Cr. 3 (6 ECTS Cr.) Offered every Fall.

	INF 150 Personal Productivity with Information Technologies The course trains students on effective and efficient use of Information Technologies to increase the productivity. The course covers word processing, spreadsheets, presentation tools, Access, etc. Emphasis is on supporting decision making with Excel and interchanging data between Office applications and Web sites. Cr. 3 (6 ECST Cr.) Offered every Spring

	INF 160 Information Systems and Development Environments The course introduces, at a very basic level, various development environments and programming languages facing the conventional model of a computing process, and the classic concept of an information system life cycle. The evolution of development environments is examined with examples of application and scripting languages, compiled and interpretive languages. The scope covers programming paradigms like structured and object-oriented programming. The simple basics of C/C++, C#, Java, JavaScript, VBScript and their associated environments MS.NET, Eclipse are presented. Cr. 3 (6 ECTS Cr.); Prerequisite INF 110. Offered every other Spring.

	INF 240 Web Design This course provides an introduction to the fundamental concepts and technologies involved in the design and publishing of Web pages. The first part of the course will describe traditional Web page development using HTML and CSS, together with multimedia enhancements. The second part of the course will look at newer Web developments, including interactive Web pages and the XHTML standard. The course will be highly interactive and hands-on with students gaining practical experience of popular Web page development software. Cr. 3 (6 ECST Cr.) Offered every Spring

	INF 270 Principles of Information Systems The course introduces students the discipline of information systems, providing a broad overview on conceptual and practical aspects of design and use of information systems in social organizations. The scope includes topics such as overview of Information Theory; General Systems Theory; Cybernetics; Information Systems Analysis and Design; Categories of IS in social organizations; Decision Making under risk and uncertainty and utilization and management of information resources. Cr. 3 (6 ECTS Cr.); Prerequisite INF 150. Offered every other Fall.



	INF 335 Web Server Technologies The course will explore a set of key approaches and technologies currently used to design and develop Web server-based applications. The course provides students with an understanding of the technologies that support Web server-based interactions and their impact on the World Wide Web. Focus is on the investigation of the most current technologies, such as PHP and ASP,NET. The future direction of Web applications will also be explored. Course INF 280 “Database Systems” is highly desirable. Prerequisite: INF 110 or placement test exemption. Cr 3. (6 ECTS Cr.) Offered every other Fall.

	INF 480 Data Warehousing and Data Mining The course introduces to a class of computer applications designed to integrated effective information retrieval from heterogeneous sources with analytical tools, data evaluation, and inference techniques. Data-mining use a wide range of algorithms and techniques, drawn from areas as statistics, databases, artificial intelligence, machine learning, neural networks, pattern recognition, knowledge based systems, knowledge acquisition, information retrieval, data visualization, etc. Data Warehouses are a further evolution of relational databases oriented to support business decision-making. The course gives a broad overview of the area of data warehouses and data mining, its basic concepts and techniques from database perspective. Prerequisite INF 280, Cr. 3 (6 ECTS Cr.) Offered every other Fall.

	JMC 370 Introduction to Public Relations This course is designed to familiarize students with the basic concepts and principles of public relations. It serves as the foundation for other courses in public relations and explores definitions, history, theories, principles, management practices, case studies and public relations career possibilities. Cr. 3. (6 ECTS Cr.) Prerequisites: Junior standing JMC or BUS. Offered every semester.

	JMC 389 Introduction to Advertising This introductory course seeks to give students a deeper insight into the fundamentals of all areas of advertising and a clear understanding of the effect of advertising. Students review and discuss examples of international print and television adverts; do team exercises on the various aspects of the advertising process; and complete individual and group assignments. Prerequisites: JMC 141, JMC 202, JMC 301, JMC 302, JMC 356. Cr. 3. (6 ECTS Cr) Offered every semester.

	JMC 397 Special Topics in Journalism: Introduction to Multimedia Reporting A course focused on teaching students all the fundamentals of reporting news in a multimedia format. Working individually and in two- or three-person teams, students will write, edit, video and produce graphics for their own news stories, learning the basics of writing for the Web, handheld-camera-work and video- and sound-editing for an online audience. Through direct experience and practice, they will refine their understanding of the very different demands Web-based news production makes on their writing, interviewing and editing skills. Cr. 3 (6 ECTS Cr.)

	JMC 497 Feature Writing An advanced print course that focuses on the skills necessary for feature writing. Students will report, write, re-write both short features and a longer piece choosing from styles ranging from news features, profiles, news analysis, trend stories, and first-person essays. Prerequisites: JMC 141, JMC 202, JMC 301, JMC 302, JMC 356.(WIC). Cr. 4. (8 ECTS Cr)

	MAT 497 Mathematical Introduction to Logic Logic is the study of the methods and principles used and determine correct and incorrect reasoning in an objective way. The course introduces students to a mathematically formulated base of correct reasoning. It includes the language of sentential logic, induction and recursion, truth assignments, Boolean logic, first-order languages, truth and models, deduction, and Godel's Completeness Theorem.  Cr.3. (6 ECTS Cr.)

	POS 401 Topics in Political Thought: Blood and Soil: The Origins, Uses and Abuses of Nationalism Nationalism, the classic 19th century ideology of liberation acquired by the end of the 20th century a reputation as an aberration. Sometimes contrasted with patriotism in a kind of Manichean good/evil dialectic, nationalism is often dismissed as an utterly spent force, emasculated by a globalized modernity, or when political expediency requires it, blackened without consideration for its sources and potentialities. In any case, to admit in polite Western company to nationalist sentiment is akin to social suicide. Yet, as recent events in Kosovo/Kosova and elsewhere demonstrate, nationalism is far from dead in the water. This course will draw on a wide selection of illustrative material to introduce students to the main theories and debates in the mainly Anglo-Saxon tradition of Nationalism studies. Prerequisite: Junior standing or 12 cr.hrs. of POS courses. Cr. 3. (6 ECTS Cr.)

	POS 405 Topics in Politics of SE Europe: Contact-Conflict Zones in the Southeast Europe The area of Southeastern Europe has been a crossroads between Europe and Asia Minor. This course examines the nature of the Southeastern European contact-conflict zones over the past 10,000 years and what has been the social impact of these contacts and conflicts in the past as well as the present. Gen. Ed: social and cultural analysis. Cr. 3. (6 ECTS Cr.) Prerequisite: Junior standing or 12 cr.hrs. of POS courses. Cr. 3. (6 ECTS Cr.)

	POS 405 Topics in the Politics of SE Europe: The Cold War and Southeastern Europe In the early 1990s Francis Fukuyama asserted that with the demise of the USSR history as we knew it was at an end. After that thesis was soundly repudiated by the revival of nationalism and religious fundamentalism history, far from being extinct, has come full circle with the US and Russia facing each other down over Kosovo and missile defense. The Russians have even resumed nuclear bomber patrols over much of the Northern hemisphere. This resuscitation of history makes the study of the original Cold War even more imperative. What were the origins, mechanisms and justifications for the US/USSR standoff? And were Cold War political and military strategists in full possession of their critical faculties when they came up with acronyms like START, SALT and amazingly, MAD? Find out what these meant when you join. Prerequisite: Junior standing or 12 cr.hrs. of POS courses. Cr. 3. (6 ECTS Cr.)

	POS 407 Topics in Applied Political Science: International Development Assistance The course will study the practice of delivering international assistance by bilateral and multilateral aid agencies. Students will examine contemporary aid policies and debates and will review the limits of aid practices. A practical emphasis will be placed on understanding the operation of aid agencies in the recipient countries. The course will assist participants in gaining an insight into emerging trends in the field. The course will include a practical workshop on impact evaluation of development projects. Prerequisite: Junior standing or 12 cr.hrs. of POS courses. Cr. 3. (6 ECTS Cr.)

	POS 407 Topics in Applied Political Science: Speaking Politically These sessions will provide opportunities to improve your verbal communication skills in a variety of formats. Topics and exercises will include the role of reputation and integrity, empathy, persona and authenticity, listening, framing, and resonance in the political communication process. Despite the 9:00 timeslot, the course will have a strict attendance policy and will have very regular public speaking and observational exercises. Sleep deprived and passive individuals are forewarned. Cr. 1. (2 ECTS Cr.)

	SCI 160 Introduction to Environmental Science The course gives students a basic understanding of the scientific aspects of environmental issues, thus enabling them to more intelligently engage in current environmental debates. More specifically, this course explores the functions and services provided by healthy ecosystems and how human populations are impacting the natural world. The course discusses some of the major threats to the world’s ecosystems (such as: overpopulation, pollution, biodiversity loss, climate change, and overexploitation) from a scientific viewpoint. Students will learn how the scientific method is applied to the study of these problems as society seeks solutions. Gen. Ed: Scientific Investigation. Cr. 3. (6 ECTS Cr.)
